Laura’s work focuses on the interplay between photography, film, drawing and painting. There is an emphasis on the trace, the mark made by the passage of one person through another person’s life, the gap between the self and the other, the space that exists between ‘me’ and ‘you’.

Laura graduated from Central Saint Martin’s School of Art in 2009. She has since been awarded a scholarship to study advanced painting and drawing at the prestigious New York Studio School and currently splits her time between London and New York.

Earlier this year, Laura took part in BBC2’s ‘Show Me The Monet’, a Dragon’s Den style TV programme for aspiring artists, in which her work was chosen from thousands of hopefuls. Laura’s work will be exhibited along with other finalists at the Bedfordbury Gallery, London, 15 August – 14 September 2011.
